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The Progress To Date

A There are seventeen women in the US Senate. Of the
435 representatives in the US House, 73 are
women. Plus, three women are non-voting delegates.

A Of the 73 women representatives in the House 12 are
African-Americans, 6 are Hispanic-Americans and 3 are
Asian-Americans/Pacific Islanders.

ABeginning in 2001, women have been included on every
major Senate committee.

A Six states have a woman governor.

A From 1971 - 2010, the number of women in state
legislatures has grown more than five-fold, from 4.5% to
24.4%.

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The Challenges at the National Level

AOnIy 17% of the US Senators are women. And, 16.8% of
the 435 representatives in the US House are women.

A No women of color are currently in the US Senate. Only
one African-American woman, Carol Moseley-Braun, has
ever been elected to the US Senate.

A To date, 225 women have served as representatives in the
US House. If all 225 women were to serve concurrently,
women would be just over half of the 435 members in the
House.

A 1,015 people have been US Senators; women senators
have numbered 38.
